Location: Oakdale Community Centre and Field

The Community Centre located on Wimborne road (See Appendix2) is in a prime location on a main road and within 5 minutes of the town centre. The field can be seen from the main road and will therefore attract local traffic. 
The centre normally experiences crowds of 100 - 500 and is often used for fetes, car boot sales and other local events and is therefore a well known location to the local community. 

Short Description: Village fete for the local community

The premise of the event is to provide a fun and lively fete suitable for the whole family. We will sell plots to a variety of traders from bouncy castles, outdoor games and food stalls to local made produce sellers. We will also be managing stalls such as a cafeteria area, cake stall and games stall to also increase profit for the charity. 

As well as a variety of stalls we will also use the main field area as a games area inviting the public to join in fete games such as tug of war as well as performances from local school groups, dance troops and folk dancers to encourage fete goers to stay longer and increase revenue. 

Target Audience:  We will be using our marketing to target families with younger children. 

Forecast for Traders: We are aiming to sell 40 small plots at £50 per plot and 10 large plots at £100. The maximum number of plots that can fit into the space is 62 small and 10 large. 
Forecast for attendance: We are aiming for an attendance of approximately 500.
These figures are based on research on other local events in the area as well as similar events being held at this location.
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Our Radio Partner 

We have confirmed Hope FM as our Radio Partner for the event. Hope FM covers Bournemouth, Poole, Christchurch and surrounding areas of Dorset and Hampshire and has between 8000 – 12000 listeners. They are associated with the YMCA and regularly co-host events as well as producing a magazine.

 

By having a radio partner we have been able to dramatically increase the promotion for the event as well as providing a great attraction on the day. At the event they will be doing a live broadcast from their media van which will include playing music and making announcements during the day to keep the visitors entertained.

Examples of Entertainment

Live Broadcast
As well as the live entertainment, Hope FM will also be broadcasting live from the fete providing music and atmosphere as well as making announcements. We aim to keep all visitors present at the event for as long as possible by always having a lively atmosphere and activities to take part in. 

Plot of the grounds:
The site has undergone a £170,000 rejuvenation project with a new play area, entrances, foot paths and hedges. In the centre of the site a football pitch remains which will be the perimeter of the village fete. 

Below is a map of the site, the square represents the area we will be using which is approximately 100m x 60m. The following page will show a map of the proposed plots. 

The small plots will be 3m x 3m and the larger plots will be up to 10m x 10m depending on space required.  There is a maximum of 62 small plots (excluding 2 stalls for our games) 10 large plots in the main field area and 4 plots available in the main hall.
